Insight into students’ perceptions of the challenges they face can help you better identify which students are a greater risk of NEET and better understand the support they feel will make a meaningful difference to them.
Young people identify social relationship factors and institutional factors of school as those areas of risk which are most significant in leading to NEET outcomes and early school leaving. 
Research has also shown that students’ perceptions of feeling supported and students’ feelings of hope are predictive of NEET outcomes. This underscores the importance of paying attention to students’ views and feelings. 
As externally available data sets do not tap into students’ perception of their social relationships and their views and feelings about life in school, we developed this student questionnaire to enable schools to gain insights into these areas.
The questionnaire is a Microsoft Forms template which you can download and use within your setting. The data can be exported into a spreadsheet which supports you in analysing 
· Social Relationships with peers, friends, staff, other adults and general community belonging
· Institutional factors such as perceptions of support, safety, fairness, belonging and identity in school.
· Personal factors of hopefulness, self-esteem, wellbeing and sense of autonomy over choices and the future.
Use this questionnaire to help understand the perceptions of individuals and groups of students, and to help you target support at those who most need it.

The form will open in Microsoft forms. You need to duplicate this form to use as your own. Click the blue button saying  ‘Duplicate it’ (top right).
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This form will now be saved in your Microsoft Forms area as ‘Next Steps: Student Survey (Copy)’
To prepare to run the survey, re-open it in Microsoft Forms, click the green button ‘Collect Responses’ and choose how you want to distribute the link to the survey.
Choose ‘Anyone can respond’  (this is not essential, just the simplest approach to explain)
You now have various ways to share the survey with students to complete. You can:
- copy and distribute a link by clicking ‘Copy Link.’
-click on the second circle icon and invite individuals by inserting email addresses
-click on the third circle icon and generate a QR code for students to scan
-click on the fourth circle icon and embed the link in a webpage or Sway.
